e Bold Text:
1. <b>: Makes text bold without extra
importance.
2.<strong>: Makes text bold with added
emphasis.
o [talic Text:
1. <i>: Makes text italic without extra
importance.
2.<em>: Makes text italic with emphasis.

e Underlined Text:

<u>: Underlines text for styling or indicating
errors.



e Strikethrough Text:
1. <s>: Strikes through text to show it's
incorrect or outdated.
2.<del>: Strikes through text to indicate it's
deleted.

e Superscript:

<sup>: Makes text appear above the
normal line, like in footnotes or
exponents.

e Subscript:

<sub>: Makes text appear below the
normal line, used for formulas or

chemical symbols.



e Small Text:

<small>: Reduces text size, often for

disclaimers.

e Line Break:

<br>: Starts a new line within the same

paragraph.

e Horizontal Line:

<hr>: Creates a line to separate content

sections.
